FOOD BANK BURGLARIZED, SUSPECT ARRESTED
When the Columbia Pacific Food Back opened for business last Friday morning, employees discovered that they were the victims of a burglary.  Sometime during the night the building was forcibly entered, then petty cash, empty pop cans and their delivery truck were stolen.

Later that same day, the unoccupied delivery truck was located near the Eisenschmidt Pool.  Witnesses at the Red Apple Market were able to provide the description of a suspect who was returned a large quantity of cans for the deposit.

During the evening of Sunday January 7, 2007 officers arrested Isaiah Scott Mitchell, a 29 year old transient, for trespassing on Portland-Western railroad property.  When officers searched Mr. Mitchell, he was found in possession of a Wilcox and Flegel gas card.  Officers discovered this was same card taken from the food bank delivery truck.  

By drawing the two events together, investigators were able to charge Mr. Mitchell with Second Degree Burglary, Unauthorized Use of a Motor Vehicle, and Unauthorized Entry into a Motor Vehicle.  He was lodged in the Columbia County Jail with bail set at $36,250.   The matter has been referred to the Columbia County District Attorney.
