POLICE MAKE ARREST IN LAUNDROMAT EXPOSURE CASE


After more than two weeks and numerous media generated tips, the St. Helens Police Department arrested Ian Thomas Rushing, on charges related to the January 14, 2010 allegations of public indecency and sexual abuse at the Cascade Cleaners located at 1805 St. Helens Street, St. Helens, Oregon.  Ian Thomas Rushing is 27 years old and resides at 435 S. 16th Street, Apt 4, St. Helens, Oregon


Numerous tips generated by news media coverage of the incident(s) were reviewed by St. Helens Police Detectives.  Rushing was identified by two callers based on his general description to include a decaying front tooth and silver late model mini-van. 

Rushing was contacted after surveillance teams identified him traveling in a silver 2000 Dodge Caravan mini van in the area of his residence.


Rushing agreed to speak to investigators during which time he admitted his involvement in at least one of the incident(s).  


Rushing was arrested at the St. Helens Police Department on February 2, 2010 at around 8 pm.  He was lodged at the Columbia County Jail on charges of Public Indecency, Sex Abuse III, and Probation Violation.  His bail was set at $20,000.  The probation violation requires a mandatory appearance before the judge he is not expected to be eligible for release until his court appearance.
