BRAZEN BURGLAR ARRESTED
When Kyle Moore picked his burglary victim last Friday morning he had no idea he was being watched.   From the time he rode up to the house on his bicycle, knocked on the front door then disappeared into the backyard, a very alert neighbor was watching.  Those observations resulted in a well timed 911 call and Mr. Moore’s eventual arrest.
At about 8:30 a.m.  on February 2, 2007 officers from the St. Helens Police Department responded to the report of a suspicious person at 28 Sunset Place.  The officers entered the home and found Kyle Jacob Moore, a nineteen year old transient, hiding inside.  In his possession officers found a bag loaded with some of the homeowner’s expensive personal belongings.   
Mr. Moore was arrested and transported to the Columbia County Jail.   He was charged with First Degree Burglary and First Degree Theft.  His bail was set at $75,000


It is with the help from neighbors that this case was drawn to a successful conclusion.  Without the keen observations and a call to the police this crime may have gone unsolved.    This incident should serve as a reminder that each one of us is responsible for our community safety and how important it is to report suspicious behaviors. 

There is a very common misconception that most residential burglaries occur under the cover of darkness.  Homeowners should be aware that their property is most vulnerable when they are not at home.  In most cases this is during the daylight hours when we are at work or school.
