RASH OF STOLEN CARS REPORTED IN ST. HELENS
The St. Helens Police Department is investigating a series of stolen cars in the St. Helens area.  Between February 25 and March 9, 2009 four cars were snatched from residential driveways.  The common factor in each of these crimes is that all of the cars were early 1990’s model Honda Civics’ or Accord’s. One of the stolen cars was recovered in the Salem area.

In addition to the cars that were stolen, a number of people have reported that their Honda vehicles have been vandalized.  In each of those cases the exterior door locks were damaged, or the ignition had been “punched.”

While the most recent events have occurred to the west of Sykes Road, there are also a number of cases that have occurred on the city’s east side.

“A break in this case is probably going to come from the public,“ said Lt. Terry Moss.  “It is someone calling to report a suspicious person or vehicle that could make the difference.  That information is always appreciated,” he added.
