DISPUTE BETWEEN NEIGHBORS LEAVES ONE DEAD
A dispute between neighbors left one man dead following a shooting on Saturday night.  At about 11:21 p.m. St. Helens Police Officers were dispatched to a report that Todd Edward Marchant, a forty three year old male who resides at 431 N. 2nd Street was armed with a handgun.    Witnesses reported that Mr. Marchant was involved in a dispute and arguing with Everett Lawrence Briley, a twenty eight year old male who lived at 441 N. 2nd Street.

Officers arrived just moments later to find that Everett Lawrence Briley was suffering from a single gunshot wound to the chest.  Mr. Briley was taken by Life Flight helicopter to Emanuel Hospital where he later died.  
Todd Marchant was detained by two other adult male neighbors until he was arrested by the responding officers.  Mr. Marchant was eventually lodged in the Columbia County Jail and charged with Criminal Homicide.  
The investigation continued through the night as officers interviewed several witnesses who were primarily the children that watched the events unfold.   By daylight the scene was being processed by the Oregon State Police Crime Laboratory and a Crime Scene Re-constructionist. 
“Our thoughts are with the children who are living with this tragedy,” said Lt. Terry Moss.  “As the criminal case against Mr.  Marchant moves forward, we need to remember that those children were victims too.”
