  Concerns Raised After More Drugs Are Seized
After taking nearly a pound of methamphetamine off of Columbia County streets a week earlier, investigators with the Columbia Enforcement Narcotics Team (CENT) were back at it on Monday, picking up where they left off the Friday before.  On May 12, 2008 during the late evening hours CENT investigators, assisted by the St. Helens Police Department, Columbia County Sheriffs Office, and Scappoose Police Department arrested Diana Jo Greer, 48, of St. Helens, and William Edward Robinson, 51, of Scappoose at a Scappose bar after they delivered ¼ pound of methamphetamine, estimated in value at $25,000.00 to a CENT undercover operative.
Greer is not a stranger to CENT investigators who just five years earlier raided her at a Scappoose residence where she then lived and charged her with a myriad of drug and drug related charges including manufacture and delivery of methamphetamine. 

Following Monday’s arrests investigators seized additional quantities of methamphetamine packaged for street-level sales, packaging materials, and digital scales from both Greer and Robinson.  Heightening the seriousness of the case was the fact that Robinson was carrying a loaded firearm when taken into custody.  Several moments of suspense and a great deal of restraint were exhibited by arresting officers when Robinson failed to immediately surrender and comply with commands. 

“Weapons in combination with these quantities of methamphetamine underscore the seriousness of the crimes we are fighting on a daily basis.  This recent run of high-level methamphetamine seizures has me very concerned that without additional staffing, the ability of CENT to keep drug trafficking in check will sooner than not be ineffective” said Sergeant Phillip Edwards, Unit Supervisor of CENT.

Both Greer and Robinson were charged with Possession and Delivery of commercial quantities of methamphetamine.  Greer was charged with an additional count of manufacture of methamphetamine.  They were lodged at the Columbia County Jail pending review of the case by the Columbia County District Attorney.
