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High School Burglary Suspects Captured
An off-duty Oregon State Police Trooper unknowingly ran right into a burglary scene on Tuesday morning.    While on an early morning jog at the St. Helens High School, the Trooper discovered four people in the act of breaking into, and stealing from the concession stand.  The Trooper was able to detain one of the suspects while the other three fled.    The Trooper walked the suspect to the nearby McDonalds where he was able to call for help.  Officers from the St. Helens Police Department responded and started an investigation that led to the eventual identification and arrest of other suspects.  
During the investigation officers recovered a large set of bolt cutters that were used to cut the hinges off of an exterior door.   While there was extensive damage to the building, no property was taken.   “This case involved the deliberate destruction of school property and theft,” said Lt. Terry Moss.   “This was not a senior prank.”

Chelsea Ann Marsh, a nineteen year old female was arrested and lodged in the Columbia County Jail.  She was charged with a number of crimes including Burglary, Criminal Mischief, Possession of Burglars Tools, Criminal Trespass and Criminal Mischief.   Her bail was set at $148,750

A seventeen year old male and a fifteen year old female were lodged in the Cowlitz County Juvenile Detention Center on similar charges. The fourth suspect, an eighteen year old female, was released and referred to the Columbia County District Attorneys Office.
