NEIGHBORS ALERT POLICE TO BURGLARY SUSPECTS
At 4:30 Friday morning, residents in the area of S. 12th Street and Old Portland Road were startled by the sounds of breaking glass.  A critical 911 call led St. Helens Police Officers to the house at 377 S. 12th Street where they encountered two men carrying items out the front door.   The men fled the residence and led officers on a short chase.  That chase came to a dramatic conclusion when the men jumped or fell from a steep embankment and landed in a large thicket of blackberry vines.

Tyler McCartney, a nineteen year old St. Helens resident was arrested charged with Burglary in the First Degree, Theft in the First Degree and Criminal Mischief in the Second Degree.  He was lodged in the Columbia County Jail with his bail set at $72,500.
Although he was suffering from some significant injuries the second suspect was able to crawl from the bushes and flee.  Albert Ryan Kozlosky, also a nineteen year old St. Helens resident, was located and captured a short time later.  Because he had injuries that needed immediate medical attention, officers took a statement from Mr. Kozlosky and released him.   It is expected that Mr. Kozlosky will face numerous criminal charges. 
The City of St. Helens has experienced a higher than usual number of burglaries in recent weeks.  It is fortunate however that these cases have resulted in several arrests and minimal property loss.  The St. Helens Police Department would encourage all citizens to continue their vigilance and to be aware of suspicious behaviors.  To report what may seem like a trivial piece of information could result in the prevention of crime, apprehension of suspect and ultimately lead to a safer community.
