Man Armed with Axe Leads to Standoff with Police


On Saturday August 14, 2010 at about 10:10 p.m. officers responded to 1965 Old Portland Road on a report of a dispute between a woman and her thirty five year old son.   According to the woman, her intoxicated son threatened her with an axe and was wildly swinging it inside the residence. 


The woman was able to flee from the residence and make a 911 call.  When the officers arrived they tried to make contact with her son, Eric Andrew Setterholm.  Mr. Setterholm challenged the officers to shoot him, then barricaded himself inside the residence. 


The St. Helens Critical Incident Response Team (CIRT) was activated.  For the next three hours negotiators attempted to contact Mr. Setterholm and peacefully resolve the situation.   Despite their attempts, Mr. Setterholm continued to damage the interior of the home and send a constant barrage of verbal threats towards the officers.


At about 1:08 a.m. officers broke a window at the front of the residence.  When Mr. Setterholm approached that window he became the subject of a very timely and fortunate Taser deployment.   While Mr. Setterholm was incapacitated by the Taser, CIRT members entered the residence and took Mr. Setterholm into custody. 

Eric Setterholm was transported to the Columbia County Jail where he was charged with Assault in the Fourth Degree, Menacing, Harassment and Unlawful Use of a Weapon.  His bail is set at $34,000
