On August 18, 2006 a second suspect was arrested and charged with crimes related to his involvement in recent attempts to burn the St. Helens Police Department.  Officers and detectives arrested a seventeen year old male after he admitted to providing the materials used to create three “Molotov Cocktails.”  He was charged with Manufacturing an Explosive Device and Conspiracy to Commit Arson in the First Degree.  He was transported to the Cowlitz County Juvenile Detention Facility in Longview, Washington.

 This arrest follows the arrest of a fifteen year old male early last week.  Both suspects were involved in a party that was broken up by several local police officers.   The investigation is continuing and future arrests are possible.
