 METAL THIEVES TAKE ANOTHER PARK MEMORIAL
Metal thieves struck again earlier this week when another memorial was taken from McCormick Park in St. Helens.  On Tuesday September 15, 2009 a city parks department employee discovered that the Blue Star Memorial was taken during the night.   The Blue Star Memorial was the largest, among several plaques in McCormick Park that were set in place to commemorate those who served in the U.S. Military.  
The memorial theft is the second to occur in St. Helens over the past two weeks. On August 26th a bronze memorial, dedicated to the events of September 11, 2001was pried from a rock and stolen. 
Legislation that was recently signed into law would put an end to the immediate cash payment for scrap metal.  Instead scrap metal dealers will be required to hold metal that is reasonably suspected to be stolen for a period of ten days and to mail a check to the seller’s street address.  Unfortunately the law does not take effect until January 1, 2010.
“While we applaud our legislature for their assistance, the new law will not help to solve this case,” said Lt. Terry Moss.  “A tip from the public is what we need,” he added.
