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County Drug Court Coordinator Arrested on Drug Charges and Allegations of Misconduct
The Columbia County Criminal Justice Community turned against one of its own this morning when the Columbia County Drug Court Coordinator was arrested and lodged in the County Jail.  After an intense investigation Detectives with the Columbia Enforcement Narcotics Team (CENT) arrested Emily Davis Cayton, 30 of Scappoose.  Cayton became the focus of the investigation after CENT investigators learned she had been leaking information about persons she believed to be drug informants to local drug dealers.  For several weeks investigators watched Cayton and gathered information as they built their case against her.  

On September 4, 2008 search warrants were served on Cayton’s residence, vehicle, office, and person.  Items ranging from methamphetamine and drug records, to official documents of a suspicious nature were seized.  Cayton was arrested,   charged with unlawful possession of methamphetamine and lodged in the Columbia County Jail.  Investigators sifted through the newly acquired information and continued to build their case against Cayton.   
On September 19, 2008 Cayton was again taken into custody on charges of Theft in the First Degree after investigators determined that she stole a laptop computer owned by Columbia County and gave it to an associate.  Investigators also learned that among other acts of misconduct, Cayton had accepted offers of compensation in return for services she agreed to render in her official capacity.  
 Perhaps the most egregious conduct committed by Cayton may have been a warning call made in an attempt to alert a drug dealer that the police were on their way to serve a warrant.  “The ramifications of this action could have been catastrophic, even deadly if she had been correct.  Thankfully she was not.  The search warrant was not for someone else, instead it was for her”, said Detective Sergeant Phillip Edwards.  A variety of additional charges stemming from this investigation have been referred to the Columbia County District Attorney for review and Grand Jury consideration.
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
