BRAZEN BURGLARIES LEAD TO TWO ARRESTS 
A brief, but incredibly daring crime spree led to the arrests of two suspects earlier this week.  At 5:30 a.m. on Tuesday morning officers from the St. Helens Police Department responded to a report of a broken window the Rent-A-Center located at 791 S. Columbia River Hwy.  Officers discovered a large plate glass window completely shattered and a very large television missing from the store. From a witness description, officers were able to locate the suspect vehicle abandoned in a nearby apartment complex.

At 9:00 a.m. a man called 911 to report a stranger inside his home on Seal Road.  Before officers could arrive, the man fled.  Moments later a similar call involving a burglary was received on Ponderosa Drive.  The suspect was then identified by a third victim in a nearby backyard.  Officers responded and found David Roy Forsyth (DOB 06/11/76) as he was walking away from the residence.
When Mr. Forsyth was arrested he was found in possession of property that led investigators to at least two other theft victims.

Later Tuesday evening a car was stolen from the Chevron gas station in Scappoose Oregon.  That vehicle was found on Wednesday in Gresham Oregon in the possession of Corrin Kuuli O Kalani Vera Cruz (DOB 02/11/80).  When Ms. Vera Cruz was interviewed by detectives she admitted that she and Mr. Forsyth were responsible for the burglary at the Rent-A-Center.  She confessed that when their get away vehicle ran out of gas, they abandoned it and fled on foot.  According to Ms. Vera Cruz she walked to Scappoose before stealing the car and returning to Gresham.
David Forsyth is currently being held in the Columbia County Jail on charges of First Degree Theft, Second Degree Burglary, two counts of First Degree Burglary, Possession of a Controlled Substance, Unlawful Entry into a Motor Vehicle, Theft in the Third Degree, Criminal Trespass in the Second Degree and a Parole Violation.  His bail is set at $400,000.
Corrin Vera Cruz is currently being held in the Multnomah County Jail on charges of Unauthorized Use of a Motor Vehicle and a Probation Violation.  Multiple criminal charges will be pending in Columbia County.
