 ARREST MADE BANK OF THE WEST ROBBERY CASE
Nearly two years after a robbery at the St. Helens branch of the Bank of the West, an arrest has been made.  On Tuesday November 10, 2009 St. Helens Police Detectives arrested Alexander Yracheta and charged him with Robbery in the Second Degree and Aggravated Theft in the First Degree.   Yracheta, a forty year old St. Helens resident was identified as a suspect in this case after a citizen came forward with key pieces of information.  That information was followed by the execution of two search warrants and the forensic analysis of evidence left at the robbery scene. 
Investigators determined that on January 4, 2008, Yracheta walked into the Bank of the West, displayed a note demanding money and suggested that he was armed with a gun.   Yracheta fled the scene with less than two thousand dollars in cash.   He now faces a criminal charge punishable by seventy months in prison. 

After his arrest Yracheta was lodged in the Columbia County Jail with bail set at $1000,000.
