PRESS RELEASE

During the afternoon hours of October 15, 2007 investigators with the Columbia Enforcement Narcotics Team (CENT) assisted by uniformed officers with the St. Helens Police Department raided a home at 474 S. 16th Street, St. Helens, Oregon.  The home had been under surveillance for several months after drug investigators received citizen reports of marijuana was being sold to high school aged teenagers frequenting the residence.  Surveillance conducted by CENT investigators confirmed the report and established the home as a key source of marijuana supply to local youth.
The investigation unfolded rapidly once CENT managed to infiltrate the operation with informants who supplied information and made drug purchases.  
During the search warrant investigators seized nearly one quarter pound of marijuana which was had been individually packaged into ready to purchase street-level quantities.  Digital scales, packaging materials, and currency were also seized by investigators.

Arrested at the scene on charges of Manufacture, Delivery and Possession of Marijuana were Pamela Sue Parker, 45; Carl Alan Parker Sr., 50; and Carl Alan Parker Jr., 18.  An additional charge of Child Neglect I was added to Pamela and Carl Parker Sr.  All were lodged at the Columbia County Jail.

The resurgence of marijuana into our community has investigators taking careful note.  We are cautioning all parents of youth to be involved with their children and pay close attention to their friends and the activities they attend.  “For most people marijuana is considered the lesser of evils when compared to other drugs such as methamphetamine, cocaine and heroin.  Though true in one respect, the real danger of the drug is often overlooked and never considered at all.  Not until we are forced to look back at the many lives and families needlessly destroyed by methamphetamine, cocaine and heroin do we find understanding that most who admit to using the more serious drugs did so after first using marijuana”.
